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How to use this booklet

Prep work: First, check out the ‘Stroke Order Tips'. It will help you to recognise
shapes and lines and learn basic stroke order.

Topic: Learn kanji by group. Each kanji has multiple readings, but it is not
effective to memorise all the readings or vocabulary at once. This workbook
introduces them separately by topic.

Reading practice: When you learn a new set of kanji, look at the kanji and
readings in the table and write the meaning of each kanji in English. Remember
the English words you have written. Cover the meanings and readings and test
yourself.

Writing practice: Pay attention to the components. For complex kanji, look at
the construction first. For example, consider types such as top-bottom, left-right,
box and so on. When writing kanji in the practice section, write the whole word,
for example #¥Z/like and =#%/school.

Priority is reading: Focus on the meanings and the readings first. When you
can recognise most of the kanji on the page, start practising writing.
